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Session 1: (8/4/07 – pm)
· Being on Mission for God is Serious

· There are consequences for standing for God (ie. Suffering, persecution)

· I Peter 4:12-19

· vs.7 – There is an end

· Ch.1 vs. 5 – God is with us and is guiding us

1. Ch.4 vs.12 – Suffering is guaranteed – do not be surprised

· vs.17 – suffering has come to everyone both today and yesterday

· vs.19 – Be committed to God as you go through it

2. vs.13 – Suffering allows us to know and see Him a little more clearly

· vs.13 – Suffering is a privilege
3. vs.13 – Suffering stores up treasure in Heaven (Romans 8:18)

· compares labor pains – it will be worth it!

4. vs.14 - Suffering brings blessings

· vs.14 – because the Spirit of God rest on you
5. vs.15 – Do not suffer because of doing bad things/poor decisions/disobedience
6. vs.19 – By suffering – we trust God

· Remember:

· No one loves you more than God

· No one has greater plans for you than God

· His greatest plan is to develop/see Christ in you

· Sometimes He uses trials

· We can trust Him no matter what because He is both faithful and creator.

**We won’t all be called to die for Christ, but we will all suffer for Him in some way
Session 2: (8/5/07 am)

· Understanding the Mission of God

· Isaiah 6

· Who is this God?  (Authentic Glory)

· vs.1 – The earthly king is dead but the eternal King is alive on the throne

1. Job 38 – 40 – God is in control of all things

· vs.2 – Even the angels covered their face because of God’s Glory and Holiness

· vs.3 – Holy

1. Holy-transcendent (breaks all the boundaries)

2. Complete Purity

3. Emphasis shown in repeating words

· He is free of evil in all He does, all His thoughts

· All He does for us is for good

· vs.5 – Isaiah’s eyes were finally opened to true reality

· vs.8 – The Lord can use you

· Remember:

· There is a fine line between building your kingdom vs. His kingdom

· It is His message (ex. Waiter’s just deliver food and Chef’s prepare)

· Success is defined by Faithfulness!

Session 3: (8/5/07 pm)

· How are we a part of God’s Mission?

· Genesis 1:26

· We have breath for 2 primary reasons:

1. He created us to enjoy His Glory in a relationship with Him

2. He wants us to spread His Glory to the world (Genesis 11:1-9)

· What if, “Let everything that has breath praise the Lord” was switched up to read, “Let everything that praises the Lord have breath”?

· Overview of Blessings

1. Gen 1:26 - Isaac

2. Gen 28:3 - Jacob

3. Exod 14:4 - Moses

4. Duet 4:5,6 – 10 Commandments

5. Joshua 5, 6 – Joshua’s battle

14. Rev 7:9,10 “Salvation belongs to our God”

· God Exalts Himself

· Who else would He exalt?

· If He exalts anyone else He would not be God!

· Obligations and Privileges of Christianity (Must be both!)

· If God is faithful to show us 95% of His will in His word, I’m sure He’d be faithful to show us the other 5% for specifics.

· Foundation of the Gospel:

· A true brother doesn’t just send things…he sends himself to be with them in their time of need!

1. Heartbeat of Missions

Session 4: (8/6/07 am)

· Who takes part in God’s Mission?

· Some do not because they:

· Follow urges instead of the Spirit

· Are overcome by past mistakes

· Isaiah 1

· vs.2,3 – God – Shouldn’t my people know me?

1. Duet ch.4 – God has given rules so that we may display His glory

· People want freedom from rules and consequences

· Do God’s rules restrict us? Or do they maximize our potential?

· Ex. Trains and Tracks – potential maximized

· Obedience is pursuing His Glory

· vs.21 – God’s view of sin

1. Disobedience is raunchy

2. Ezekiel 23:1-10 – Pursuing your own lust/flesh leads to destruction.

· Satan never has your good in mind.

· All of our sins are an adulterous affair against the Lord

· Beginning of Redemption

· Romans 6:12-14

1. You are dead to sin but alive to God

2. We must hide the word in our hearts!

Session 5: (8/6/07 pm)

· Genesis 3

· Creation’s Problem – Sin

· At the core of sin is questioning God’s character

1. Notice different uses of “Lord God” vs. “God”

· Lord God – goodness of God (Yahweh – kindness/love)

· God – greatness of God (Elohim – power)
2. Satan focuses on power instead of goodness

3. Sin causes us to question God’s goodness and His good plans towards us

· vs.1 – Satan brings subtle questioning
· what is true / what is right?

· Consequences of sin

1. Guilt (vs.7)

2. Shame (vs.8)

3. Fear (vs.10) – because sin brings death (ch.2:17)

· Creator’s Resolution

· In response to guilt – 

1. He seeks them out (vs.8)

· All other religions are running after their god and trying to do things just to please him – Christianity…God pursues us.

· He covers the shameful (vs.21)
1. 1st time death enters scripture (animal skin – clothes to cover the shameful…innocence sacrificed for guilty)

· Jesus is the ultimate cover for the shameful

· ex. Marriage – share all things…United as one

· He protects the fearful (vs.23,24)

1. Revelations 22:2-4 

· The tree will bring healing to the nations and we will see His face!

· vs.15 – Enmity – there is serious tension (combat) with sin

· But although Satan will strike…Jesus has crushed him in victory!
Session 6 (8/7/07 am)
· John 17 – Jesus prays

· vs. 20-22 – We may be one in the Father, Son and Holy Spirit

· God will not fail in His Mission

· Isaiah 46

· vs.3,4 – God is intimately with us every step of the way

· vs.9-13 – “I will do it!”

· God will have a people for His Glory

· Isaiah 61

· God is responsible for growing us in righteousness

· We seek by His Spirit and His word

· Knowing and Doing – double joy

· God’s confidence is in Himself more than it is in us

· Isaiah 40 – God seeks after us!

· This must be a mighty God

· As shepherd – He leads us

1. Anything that gets to you must go through Him first!

· vs.27 – He never abandons His people (ch.47:24 and Hebrews 12)

1. don’t judge God on your feelings 

2. trust His promises

· vs.28 – He is not bound by boundaries

· vs.28 – He never fatigues in accomplishing His mission

· vs.28 – He doesn’t need your advice

· vs.29 – He gives His people what they need

1. vs.30,31 – exactly what they need

· Psalm 46

· God’s Power is in You

Session 7: (8/7/07 pm)
· How do we take the Gospel to the world?

· Acts 3 

· The early church

1. They were radically concerned about the needs around them

· Those most passionate about the needs of many (Acts 2) and the needs of one (Acts 3)

2. They were radically confident in the one who sent them

· vs.6 – Jesus Christ is the Hero (notice all through Acts “In Jesus Name”

· Be confident in the power of the name “Jesus”

3. They were radically committed to exalting the word entrusted to them

· vs.12-17 -- gave Jesus all the credit

· The word and the message spreads all through Acts

· Acts 28:31 – the word was boldly preached

· The word must be boldly proclaimed and by God’s power it will impact people

Session 8: (8/8/07 am)

· To Be on Mission for God, Selfishness Must be Crucified in Us

· Isaiah 58

· Our God cannot be manipulated by our religion

· God doesn’t owe us anything for our spiritual acts (vs.2,3)

· All that we have belongs to the Lord

1. Story about Katrina storm and opening up his house

· Isaiah 52

· Does God put His money where His mouth is?

1. vs.13 – God’s plan will end in victory

2. vs.14 – Jesus was completely marred

3. Ch.53

· vs.2 – Jesus was born in humility

· There is nothing beneath us

· vs.3 – He was despised and rejected

· Do we associate with these type people?

· vs.4,5,6 – “He” vs. “Our”

· He was crushed for our iniquities

· vs.7 – We are quick to try and justify ourselves but Jesus was clearly innocent and yet He kept His mouth closed

· vs.10 – It was the will of the Lord…”

· Thoughts

· How can we be selfish when considering Jesus?

1. The Lord has done all He calls us to do

· Luke 10:25-37 “Good Samaritan Parable”

1. In our daily routine – Do I see hurting people?  Do I need to change my routine?

· If you were to die today…where would your heart be buried?

1. your heart is where your treasure is

Session 9: (8/8/07 pm)
· Make Disciples

· Matthew 28:16-20

· Give yourself to the plan of God and you’re guaranteed His blessings

· Jesus tells us to make disciples

· People – not programs – were Jesus’ way of changing the world (book—“Master Plan of Evangelism”

1. Go – Share the Word

2. Baptizing – Showing the Word

3. Teach – Teach the Word

· Are we listening to reproduce (teach others) or just to receive information?

4. Obey – Serve the World

· Pour your life into few

· This is how you impact the world

Session 10: (8/9/07 am)

· Great Picture of God
· Acts 12:1-5

· God is always in Control

1. vs.1 – The church was about to take up an offering (Passover time) and King Herod was trying to impact harm

2. Matthew 10, John 15:18-end

· The world will hate you

3. Sometimes God doesn’t answer the way we’d like (prayer for James but he was killed

· Prayers

· Rom 1:9,10

· I Cor 1:4

· Eph 1:16

· Phil 1:3,4

· Col 1:3

· I Thes 1:2

· 2 Thes 1:11

· II Tim 1:3

· Philemon 1:4

4. Acts 12.vs.6 – God fills us with His peace (Although James had just died and Peter was on trial…he still slept)

5. vs.7 – God doesn’t need a key or tank

6. vs.11 – Peter finally realizes it wasn’t just a vision

7. vs.12 – Peter knew where to go and where the people would be praying for Him…..do we?

8. vs.15,16 – Did the people believe their prayers?

9. vs.17 – The Lord is the Hero

· God’s Condemnation

1. vs.19,20 – God’s enemies always lose

2. vs 20-23 – Herod tried to rob God of glory

· Isaiah 66:12-24 – We were once those enemies of Christ but by God’s grace He saved us!

3. vs.24,25 – God will build His church!

· Application

· Colossians 4:2-6 – We must be devoted to prayer
1. Pray that God would open a door

2. that He would help us proclaim Christ clearly

3. that we would walk with eyes of the Spirit and recognize opportunities

4. that we would be gracious
5. and full of the word – Be Biblically Saturated!

Session 11: (8/9/07 pm)

· Practical Application:
· With a map of the world in front of you ask these questions:

· How will I pray for the Nations?

· How will I study?

1. our Bible study is crucial to teach and disciple others

2. our mind is powerful (languages, business, ect…)

· How will I give?

· How will I go?

1. Campus, Community, World?  (AND used with all) – (Acts 1:8)
· How will I mobilize?

· Hebrews 13

· Are we going to die in our religion or in our devotion?

· vs.11 – rituals, regulations drive actions

· vs.12 – Christ is the center of all these

1. notice He is outside the city

· Numbers 14 – Retreat from mission or Go Forward (only 2 options)

1. see God’s grace and judgment brought together

2. Judges 2 – Same 2 options and same results

3. Are we retreating to our nice/safe church buildings or are we risking all to go forward with the Mission?

4. Our salvation may not be at stake but do we want God’s judgment and His hand to leave us until our death?

· Churches are dying around America because of this

5. Hebrews 13:12 – Outside the camp is the dirty filthy places (Leviticus)

6. Had we rather Jesus be clean and comfortable like us?

· What if Suffering is the central design of the mission? (vs. 13)

· What if God would design your death for the advancement of the Gospel? (vs. 13)

· Let us focus on the city that is to come! (vs. 14 and Revelations 22:1-6)

· God Help us to Live for His Glory!
