Offerings

Old Testament – Leviticus

Chapter 1 – Burnt Offering 

-vs3,4 - If the offering is a burnt offering from the herd, he is to offer a male without defect. He must present it at the entrance to the Tent of Meeting so that it will be acceptable to the LORD. He is to lay his hand on the head of the burnt offering, and it will be accepted on his behalf to make atonement for him.

-vs9 - It is a burnt offering, an offering made by fire, an aroma pleasing to the LORD.

Purpose: To make payment for sins in general

Significance: Showed a person’s devotion to God

Chapter 2 – Grain Offering

-vs1,2 - When someone brings a grain offering to the LORD, his offering is to be of fine flour. He is to pour oil on it, put incense on it and take it to Aaron's sons the priests. The priest shall take a handful of the fine flour and oil, together with all the incense, and burn this as a memorial portion on the altar, an offering made by fire, an aroma pleasing to the LORD.

Purpose: To show honor and respect to God in worship


Significance:  Acknowledged that all we have belongs to God

Chapter 3 – Fellowship Offering

-vs1-3 - If someone's offering is a fellowship offering, [a] and he offers an animal from the herd, whether male or female, he is to present before the LORD an animal without defect. 2 He is to lay his hand on the head of his offering and slaughter it at the entrance to the Tent of Meeting. Then Aaron's sons the priests shall sprinkle the blood against the altar on all sides. 3 From the fellowship offering he is to bring a sacrifice made to the LORD by fire

Purpose: To express gratitude to God


Significance:  Symbolized peace and fellowship with God

Chapter 4 – Sin Offering

-vs3-6 - If the anointed priest sins, bringing guilt on the people, he must bring to the LORD a young bull without defect as a sin offering for the sin he has committed. He is to present the bull at the entrance to the Tent of Meeting before the LORD. He is to lay his hand on its head and slaughter it before the LORD. Then the anointed priest shall take some of the bull's blood and carry it into the Tent of Meeting. He is to dip his finger into the blood and sprinkle some of it seven times before the LORD, in front of the curtain of the sanctuary.
-vs13 – If the whole Israelite community sins unintentionally and does what is forbidden in any of the LORD's commands, even though the community is unaware of the matter, they are guilty. 

-vs22 – When a leader sins unintentionally and does what is forbidden in any of the commands of the LORD his God, he is guilty.

-vs27 – If a member of the community sins unintentionally and does what is forbidden in any of the LORD's commands, he is guilty.

Purpose:  To make payment for unintentional sins of uncleanness, neglect, or thoughtlessness


Significance:  Restored the sinner to fellowship with God; showed seriousness of sin

Chapter 5 – Guilt Offering

-vs14-16 - The LORD said to Moses: "When a person commits a violation and sins unintentionally in regard to any of the LORD's holy things, he is to bring to the LORD as a penalty a ram from the flock, one without defect and of the proper value in silver, according to the sanctuary shekel. It is a guilt offering. He must make restitution for what he has failed to do in regard to the holy things, add a fifth of the value to that and give it all to the priest, who will make atonement for him with the ram as a guilt offering, and he will be forgiven.

Purpose: To make payment for sins against God and others.  


Significance:  Provided compensation for injured parties
